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Most Amish People Sure
Know How to Have Fun
MOST PEOPLE who have never met
or visited with Amish families mav
think that these people are quiet ani
reserved. Well, i t 's been my experi-
ence that the Amish may be far more
conservative in the way they live than
most folks, but they rarely have any
limits on having good, clean fun.

My wife and I personally set up our"Amish Country Tour" in the Holmes
County,  Ohio area,  which has the
world's largest concentration of Am_
ish families, and we have escorted that
tour several times. Each time we hear
tour membrs say, "I never thought I'd
laugh this much. These people really
know how to have fun!"

Much of the Amish humor is aimed
at laughing at themselves. For exam-
ple, the late Noah Miller used to ask our
tour groups, "Do you know what would
happen if all the Yoders left Holmes
County? We'd be de-Yoderized!"

Then there 's  Maudie Raber,  the
Amish farm wife who bakes some of
the country's besr pies (we've offered
them as pr izes in  our  "needle in  a
haystack" contest several t imes and
may do it again, because it's proven to
be our most popular prize to date).

Love Homemade Gadgets
Whenever Maudie pens a letter, I

push other things on my desk aside and
get ready to laugh. She always has some-
thing funny to say about life in general,
or includes another "gadget" that she or
her husband, Andy, has made.

The "three-piece chicken dinner" is
one of the homemade gadgets she sent.
As the pictures above show, when you
open up the little wooden box, there
are three kemels of corn inside, imply-
ing the dinner was for the chicken, not
for the person!

Now, I look forward to the humor-
ous letters that Andy Yoder sends now
and then, (He and his wife, Millie, are
baking the angel food cakes offered as
a pize in this issue's "needle" contest
on page 42.)

My conespondence with Andy be-
gan shortly after my mother passed

away last year. I'd written a column in
one of our other magazines, Farm &
Ranch Living, reminiscing about Mom
and her famous angel food cakes, and
how much I was going to miss them.

Shortly after, I received a box in
the mail from Andy and Millie. Inside
was an angel food cake with a note:"We know this cake isn't as sood as

your mother  used to make,  but  we
hope it might be a good substitute."

Acquainted by Mail
I  was real ly  touched.  Whi le I 've

reached the point  where I 'm hardly
amazed by anything our subscribers
do (for example, I wonder how many
other magazine editors received well
over a hundred Christmas cards durins
the past  hol iday season f rom thei i
readers), receiving that cake and note
was something special.

I wrote back to thank them. and in
subsequent letters, I learned about An-

dy's family, the farm's bakery and his
great sense of humor.

Andy told me that he and Millie erew
up outside of Hazelton, Iowa, movJd to
Rexford, Montana, and then to a l5g-acre
farm near Oconto, Wisconsin in 1990.

Describing his family, Andy wrote,"We have l0 children and they are all
boys except  for  e ight . "  (See what  I
mean by his humor?)

It was because of all those daueh_
ters thar  Andy and Mi l l ie  decidedto
start a bakery right on their farm. ,,We
needed an extra source of income, and
the girls said they'd rather bake than
milk cows," he explained.

"The womenfolk also do quite a lot
of  qui l t ing and sel l  the qui i ts  in  the
bakery. They put together an Amish
cookbook, too, which includes the an-
gel food cake recipe, and we sell a lot
of those.

"At this point we only have the bak_
ery open on Friday and Saturday,', he
continued. "On Wednesday we bake
cookies, on Thursday we bake pies, and
Friday and Saturday we ger up at 3 a.m.
to make all kinds of things. I help quite
a bit in the bakery, too."

Often, the Amish's way of laughing
at themselves surfaces in Andy's leners.
For  example,  on two occasions,  he
joked about the preponderance of yo-
ders in each of the Amish communities:"A fellow came into the bakery re-
cent ly  and commented about  a l l  the
Yoders in this neighborhood," Andy
wrote. "I told him, 'Yes, there are yo-
ders all over this area. In fact, I come
from a family of 14 and every last one
of them is a Yoder!'

"And in Indiana,"  Andy penned,
now on a roll, "the area mailman was
sick one day and his substitute was de-
livering mail on the route throush the
Amish community there. As he-found
mail for one Yoder after another, he
was getting more and more perplexed.

"He kept wondering where all these
Yoders came from! Finally he drove by a
big building with a sign on it that said,'Yoder Hatchery'. 'Oh,' said the substi-
tute, 'now I'm beginning to undentand!"'

This  is  the k ind of  fun I  f ind in
many letters from Amishmen. It seems
that almost every one of those heavy
beards hides a broad smile. _rX-
