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Olev Yoders Host National Reunion & Tour

On July 20th, the Oley Yoders energetical ly hosted over 300
proud cousins from 25 dif ferent states. The day long "Hans and Yost
Joder Heritage Trai l  Reunion" had as a theme "where i t  al l  started".
Seven buses took the attendees to I  I  historical si tes in the Pleasantvi l le
(Yodertown/Yodervi l le) area, Oley Valley, Berks Co., Pa.

The feature tour event was the unvei l ing of a stone marker in the
historic Pleasantvi l le Union Cemetery, honoring the Swiss trrothers
Johannes and Yost Jodder, who as early as l7l4 sett led in the Oley
Valley. The brothers and their famil ies, f i rst Yoders to come to
America, are logical ly buried in the rear of the cemetery in unmarked
graves. The cost of the memorial was raised by donations sol ici ted
during the unvei l ing ceremonies, plus revenues produced by sale of bus
group photos during each cemetery visi t .  The Yoder reunion
Associat ion has dedicated al l  proceeds from the reunion tour toward the
maintenance of the cemetery property.

At the cemetery the attendees were given the opportunity to use
devining rods and "douse" for unmarked graves. On previous visi ts, l7
burial si tes were discovered using the dousing method, and these
findings were a guide in placement of the marker. The cemetery
contains the headstone of Daniel Yoder, youngest son of Hans the
immigrant, which is the oldest (1747) known Yoder gravestone in
America.

New Alsatian Research Links American Yoders

Thanks to the efforts of Robert Geiser of Apple Creek' Oh and

his father, Roger Geiser, three research data bases compiled by French

Genealogists the late Jean Huckel and his wife Renee are now avai lable

over the Internet at :
"http:/ /www.gendex.com: 1002/"-then go to the surname index.

The Huckels extensively researched the Anabaptist famil ies near the

French and Swiss border.
We at the YNL have for years had Alsatian Yoder data col lected

by the late Edith Joder and others. The Huckel data general ly matches

and adds to this and goes farther with establ ishing l inkages between

different identi f ied famil ies. An analysis of this data al lows the YNL to

connect a number of addit ional Alsatian Yoder l ines to their origin

points, and to identi fy previously unknown (to us) relat ionships

bctween tJrese lines- The Huckels also trace two branches in Alsace back

to their Swiss origins...  which is l ikewise a revelat ion. Without seeing

the basis for al l  their conclusions, we at the YNL have a few

reservations about some of the earl iest information' however, and wil l

explain these reservations as we discuss the data.

Tra nsutl u ntic co n nectio n s
In YNL 4 (page 5) we reviewed the foreign born Yoders of the

1850 censuses in Ohio, Indiana and l l l inois'  This presents a fair start ing

point to reference against this art icle. You should also take some t ime to

review the accompanying chart and to refer to i t  as you read through

this discussion.
In YNL 7 we delved into the Alsatian Amish Cemetery in Stark

Co., OH and introduced Capt. Joseph Yoder (YAl) and a Christ ian

who we soeculated might be his brother (YA7). The Alsatian data has

firmlv identi f ied the origin of "Capt. Joseph" AND identi f ies a known

brother Christ ian of the exact age to be YA7.
Christ ian Yoder (YA3) and his wife Marie Yoder, immigrants of

1828 were covered in YNL 5 (page l) along with identi f ied parental

connections. The Huckel data restates what we knew before and

continues the l inks back several more generations.

On page 2 of YNL 4 we refer to the Adams County, IN

immigrant  Jonathan Yoder  (YA4)  (b .s / l l /1795 Fr )  and h is  w i fe  Mary
"Schmucker". Family records referio his wifJas having died "on the

ocean"  in  1841.  "John"  hasn ' t  been found in  the  1850 census ,  bu t  i s

shown in the 1860 census with no wife, As we try to see where this
Jonathan f i ts within the Alsatian datr,  rve f ind a "Ienn", the onlv one

born 1795, son of Joseph Yoder and Marie Stucky. l t  is also identi f ied

that Jean married a Marie Conrad in 1822. The chi ldren of Jonathan
were born beginning in 1823. Do the chi ldren match? Not quite'  but ' . . .
Only one chi ld is l isted for the Huckel records of French "Jean"'  a son
Christ ian b. 1830. The American John has known chi ldren born 1823'
1825, 1826 and l828... then there is a gap unti l  a son Christ ian born
1838. Joseph, father of Jean, was in turn l isted as the son of a "Hans

Yoder and Vreni ZimmermAn".
Jacob Yoder (YA8) found in Stark County with wife Barbara,

cRn be matched to Jacques (Jacob) of Grandvi l l iers, husband of

Barbara Liechty and son of Joseph Yoder and Marie Stucky (thus a

brother the "Jean" compared against the Adams County Jonathan).

There is no speculat ion here, however. Jacob has daughters Barbara'

Mary Ann, and Feronica who match exactlv the chi ldren and their
birth dates ofJacques in Hirtzbach, Fr.

Another l i rm l ink is to Joseph Yoder (YA5) who married Anna

Klopfenstein, lnd who we've presented in an art icle on page I of YNL

We conquered ,Ioderl lorn (well  almost).
S ince  mv son Doug las  has  been l i v ing  and work ing  in

Switzerland for nearlv three years, we decided to visi t  him and pay a
pi lgrimage to our ancestral honreland. We, of course! made the
mandatory stop at the vi l lage church in Steff isberg wherein a giant
deca logue is  appended to  thc  nor thern  ins ide  wa l l  o f  the  church .  Th is
decalogue was attached a year after the renovation and reconstruction
of  the  church  in  1681.  The names o l 'Casper  Joder  nnd yns t  Joder  and
their respective coats ofarms appear on left  and lower periphery ofthe
giant decalogue as they \ryere apparently among the leaders of the
church  a t  tha t  t ime.  The chr r rch  was aga in  renovated  in  1980-198J  and
today appears as a very rnodern, but scanl ly f i rrnished. church. As is al l
things Swiss, i t  is imrnaculately neat lnt l  clcan.

, foderhorn  is : t  tnount l in  tha t  n rarks  the  border  be t rveer r
Southern Switzerland and northern l tnly. We read in the yoder
News le t te r  tha t  there  is  no  known Yoder  ances tor  on  or  near  th is
mountain, brrt  we decided to see i t  anywav. Depart ing Stefl isburg by
auto ,  we t rave led  south  to  Spe iz  and cont inued south  to  Kanders teg
where we boarded nn auto train south to Goppenslein. The tunnel
through which the electr ical lv propelled..auto train lraveled was not a
venti lated tunnel, so the air was not fresh; nrrto exhausts would havt,
been intolerable. At Goppcnslein we had to nrake a decision as to
whether to continue south to Saas Alnragell  (aborrt l2 ki lometers from
JoderHorn)  o r  to  approach . foderHorn  f rom the  l ta l ian  s ide  where  a
cab le  car  takes  one to  w i th in  1 .2  k i lometers  o f  JoderHorn .  S ince  the  l2
km t rek  requ i res  about  a  dav  by  foo t  each w,a1,and *e  hac l  no  cumping
gear, we decided to approach l ionr the l tal ian side.

We entered l tal l  north and west of [)onrotlossola. ; \bout I  I  krrr
south of Domodossola, we headed w,est towar.ds the l tnl ian vi l lage of
Macugnado. ' I 'his 

is the Ossola section ol ' l talv, or ntore specif ical ly, the
Va l le  Anzasca.  A long the  80  knr  rou te  th rough l t l l y  we ; rassed th rough
many typical l tal inn vi l lages -- ever-rthing brown or gre.v- and chnl lenged
for  c lean l iness .  Ar r i v ing  u t  N l l c r rgnado . jus t  sou th  o f  the  Swiss  border
(and Joderl lorn), we thorrght at l i rsl  lhat \r ,e had re-entered
Switzerland as everything w:rs irnnraculatelt '  clern and very colorful --
the people here are knon,n as \\ 'alser. \ \ 'e arr i ted there on 27 , lul-v --
just before the tourist season and $,i lhout any hotel resen.ations.
Fortunately, we found a nice, clean, and nrodestly priced hotel.  We

continrred l iom previous column

were told that had we arr ived a week later, there would have been no
roonr in the Inn as Augrrst is prime tourist t ime.

The cable car to the base of , loderHorn is in two segments as the
rise is from the 1000 meter elevation of Nlacugnado to 2900 meter
elevation near , loderHorn. At the foot of the cable car is a small
( lathol ic church and an old cemetery wherein are buried many would-
be conquerors of . loderHorn and surrounding peaks -- most of which
met their dernise much before the advent of the cable car, At the tourist
infornration house in Macugnado l le inquired as to the naming
ol '  . loderl{orn, brrt  there seemed to be no explanation. [Jnfortunately,
very felr '  people in Nfacrrgnado speak English or German, so we were
never quite certain i f  we were being understood with our two semester
J0-vear-ago-studt '  knou' ledge of the l tal ian language. Near the entrance
to the cable car was Joder Bar. I 'he bartender. was able to
comnrunicate a bit  better, and we were told that the l i rst person to
conquer , loderl lorn lr ,ns r mnn name Joder. We were unatr le to
delernrine when this happened or , Ioder's f i rst name. The Swiss l ist
. loderl lorn as being 30,10 meters above sea level and the Ital ians l ist i t  as
3036 meters above sea level. To the immediate west of JoderHorn is
NIonto l loro rt  298.1 mcters nnd to the vyest of th:rf  is Mt. Corno Roso
at 3230 meters. l t  is this peak that shows on most major maps -- not
, loderHorn. Within sight is Monte Rosa whcih at 4635 meters is one of
the highest of the Alps. While dwarfed by Monte Rosa, JoderHorn is
tal ler lhnn nrost Americln mountains. We marvel led at these
rnaster;r ieces of nature fronr our cable car as we approached the
summi t .  Unfor tunate ly ,  the  weather  was no t  on  our  s ide .  Wi th in  30
minutes ol '  our arr ival at the cable car summit, the clouds completely
covered , loderHorn and hid i t  from view. In another 30 minutes the
clouds were beginning to surround us and we were cautioned that i f  we
did not return lo the cable car soon. we could be stuck there in dense
fog unti l  the weather cleared in two days. Since we had no camping
genr or provisions, we heeded the advice and returned for the cable car
descent .  Dur ing  Ju ly ,  one must  pass  th ror rgh  snow tha t  can  be  over  a
foot deep on the route between the cable car summit and JoderHorn,
There is no palh and the route is not steep, but nevertheless dif f icult .
Drrr ing August, the prices of lodging soar in Macugnado. For those
intent on conquering . loderHorn, the best t ime would appear to be early
SeJrtember when most of the snow has melted and the tourists have left
the areit .  A coat and hat are necessary At any t ime.

Highl ights at the Hans homestead were: the actual location of
the original log cabin; the f irst section of the primary house bui l t  in
1737; wash house; cold cel lar; pig barn; and the mil l  (saw, grist,  l inseed
oil) .  Other stops were the homesteads of: Hans Jr. (OHl); Samuel
Yoder (OHl3); and the Marie Keim/Jacob Yoder (OY4) .

At the beautifrrtty restored Lobachsville Mill, owner Steve
Kendig, a national ly recognized mil l  historian, hosted each busload of
visi tors. He traced how water power was harnessed by the early mil lers
opernting their Grist Mil ls, Saw Mil ls, Paper and Linseed Oil  Mil ls in
the Berks County area. The mil l  was last operated by a Clarence Yoder.
Another special "thank you" is due to Fred J. Moll ,  historian of the
Theodore Burr Covered Bridge Society of Pennsylvania, for his
presentations reviewing the signif icance of the Griesemer Covered
Bridge, on the Great Road to Philadelphia in Pleasantvi l le, one of the
most unusual covered bridges in existence.

Over 275 people celebrated an evening banquet at The Inn at
Reading, Virgi l  Yoder of lrwin, Pa. narrated his marvel lous sl ide show
of the rel igious evolut ion, development and history of the Joders in
Steff isburg, Switzerland prior to their Migration to America. Also,
Joseph Joder entertained the audience with a humorous monologue of
the language and idiosyncrasies of the tradit ional "Pennsylvania Dutch"
speech. Lastly, a panel headed by Dick H.Yoder, the tour historian and
scriptwriter, took questions about Yoder history from the audience.
Panel members included: Chris Yoder, Richard A. Yoder, Al ice
Griesemer Trout, Laurel Mil ler and Helen Yoder.

At the end of the dinner, a large mounted col lage of etchings of
the tour's historicat si tes, by art ist Lynn Lorah, was presented to Dick
H. Yoder of Bechtelsvi l le for his dedicated historical documentation of
the Oley Yoders and the Oley Valley geographic region. In addit ion to
the formal program, memorial displays were shared by the attendees.

Final ly we want to thank the present day property owners, who
without their cooperation the tour would have been impossible. We owc
an indebtedness to Steve Kindig, Jeff Gorrin, Susan Fetteroff, Richard

Christ ian Yoder and Elizabeth Klopfenstein. Christ ian we show as the
son of Yuste Yoder who married El izabeth Guemann. A possible father
fo r  th is  Yus te  i s  the  Jos t  (b .c l7 l7  d .1795 a t  E tobon)  who mar r ied
Anneli  Kropf,.but this is somewhat speculat ive.

Lastly, Michnel Yoder of Fulton Co., OH. (YA6) who is also
presented in YNL 4 page l .  This Michael (b, 1825) is proven to be the
son of Joseph Yoder of Montbel iard (b.1788) who married Anne
Stucky. Joseph is the son of a Jean, who in turn is reported to be the
son of a Christ Yoder and Anne Gerig.

Another 1860 Alsntian in Wil l iams County is found in Brady
Twp. His name is John Yoder, age 41, with wife El izabeth, age 40, with
three adopted Stuckey chi ldren (ages 9-14). This John matches "Jean"

(b. 18l9) son ofJoseph Joder and Anne Stucky who were the parents of
Michael (suspected YA6) in adjoining Fulton Co. One of the known
daughters of this Joseph and Anne was a Catherine who married Pierre
(Peter) Stucky in Morvi l lars in l83l (the source of the adopted
chi ldren-one of whom is named "Peter Stuckey"?).

An ndded fnmily we looked for was that of Joseph Yoder who
came to Fulton Co., OH and who is thg subject of a query in this issue.
According to the census records, Joseph was born in Apri l  of 1848
in "Germany". We did f ind a Joseph, born in 1848 who was the son of
Chr is t  Joder  (b  c l8 l5 )  who m.  Barbara  Go ldschmid t  (b .  c l8 l5 ) .  The
location of residence is not I isted in the Huckel data, but i t  does show
three other chi ldren in the family: Barbara (b.1847);Christ (b.1850);
and Cntherine (b. l85l).  The 1860 Wil l iams County, OH census gives us
another support ing clue..showing a Barbara Yoder (age 45!) (apparent
widow l iving with Benedict Stuckey and his wife Mary in Mil l  Creek
Twp) with a son Joseph, aee l l  (al l  born in France) and no other Yoder
chi ldren l iving.

One interesting sidel ine in the Huckel data is the f irst European
incidence we Are Aware of a Yoder named "Melchior". This gentleman,
(1792-1811 Belfort) was a son of Christ Yoder and Elizabeth Lehman
and a brother of YA3. Another brother had the unusual name of
*S imon"  and was b .  1789. . .he  cou ld  be  the  "German"  born . ,S imon"
Yoder, age 62 in the 1850 Adams Co, IN census ( later censuses show
these folk as b. France).

,Srpiss Lbnnections:
The Huckels give two connections from the famil ies they

researched to the Joder famil ies in Steff isburg, Switzerland. Both of
these are through descendants ofJost Joder (b.1607) who married Anna
Trachsel in 1642 (see chart in YNL 26 for reference). The f irst of these is
th rough Jos t  and Anna 's  son Hans Joder  (b .1644)  who m.  Cather ine
Risser  (Kather ine  Reusser )  and whose son Jos t  (b .1675)  i s  known to
have married a Magdalena Gerber. The Huckels add a second wife
named Madeleine Reiss and give a number of chi ldren..three sons of
whom are shown as ancestors of Yoder Alsatian l ines, The Huckels give
this information with great certainly, BUT we at the YNL would advise
readers to accerrt i t  with some quali f icat ion, unti l  we can see the source
data.

Also in this f irst l ine. the descendnnts of Christ ian Yoder who
married Anne Hochstet ler seem fair ly bel ievable, as does the l inkage in
the Hans Yoder and Freni Zimmerman l ine. The Jost Yoder and Anneli
Kropf descent is somewhat speculat ive on the part of the YNL and have
been quali f ied with question marks"?".

The second l ink drawn by the Huckels is through Casper ) 'oder
(b.1664) who m. Verena StaulTer, and their son Christ ian (b. l69l) who
m.  Anna Mar ie  C laus  and who had a  son Chr is t ian  (b .1732)  who is
shown by the Hukel 's to have married an f, l izabeth Gunt. Christ ian
and Elizabeth, in turn, had a daughter Madeleine who was recorded as
being born in Montbel iard in 1773, married a Johannes Liechty in 1793
in Friesen, and died in 1839 in "CAN" (Canada?). (Liechty was a
common name among US Alsatian Amish immigrants-connecting a
number of t imes with Yoders).

Going upward in other Huckel data we come to a Christ ian
Yoder (b c1734) who wife is given as Anne Gerig. His chi ldren were
born about l5-20 years before the chi ld of El izabeth Gunt.. .and we
present the possibi l i ty that he may have been the same man with a
second marriage. One problem comes in when we look at the Huckel 's
claim that he is a son of Christ ian who married Anna Marie Klaus---
information which has been well  documented for the descendants of this
couple in Germany includes a well  defined son Christ ian (b.1732), who
was an Anrish minister, mRrried Maria Steinmann and had chi ldren
from 1760-1776 --al l  in Germanv.
