They were not sure if it might lead into
an underground cave. On investigation it was found to go to an
underground stream which originates in Stone Mountain.

The siding was removed by the Reeds and exposed the beautiful
logs, which are in great shape. The interior of the house is very
beautiful, with big log beams that run the length of the house on the
ceiling of the firsi floor. The Reeds have also exposed the logs in one of

How about the @1|4f,y reference? In the Civil War

Certificnte of Disnbility for Discharge of Enoch E' Yoder of
Cnlifornia, it shows he was a Corporal in Capt. Albert Brown's Co L,
2nd Rgmt t lS Cav, and had enl isted in Santa Clruz, Ca on l l  Sep
1862, and ntso in the 3rd Rgrnt ofArty enl ist ing at San Francisco,23
Sep 1861, to serve three years. l t  shows him to have been born about
1830 in Fulton Co.. Kv, When he f i led a pension application in 1888'
he is l isted as a resident of lowa Citv. Placer Countv. Could "fnoch"

have been an older brother of "John Frankl in", or perhaps the same
pcrson? The lge of both of these men make it seem more likely they
would have been grandsons of a brother of our Daniel b 1775, rather
thRn sons.

What known Yoders were in Missouri in 1834? For one,
Adolphus Yoder, a grRndson of Conrad Yoder of North Cnrol ina.
Interst ingly enough, there is a story of Conrad Yoder having a
brother in Pennsylvania who he visi ted before going south. Conrad
would have been of a generation older than our Centre Co., Daniel.
There is, interestingly, a Conrad among the chi ldren of Daniel and
Rebecca Mortorff. However. Rebecca was the dnughter of a man
named ConrRd, and that is the l ikely source of the name for her son.
The spel l ing "Yother" was the way the name appeared on Conrad
Yoder of North Carolina's 1162 deed for 200 acres of land from
Henry Weidner and the spel l ing also appears to have been adopted by
his youngest son, Adam.

Another early Kentucky connection was Capt Jacob Yoder
(OHllJ) of the Oley l ine, but he had only daughters. The Mart in
Yoter in New Madrid Co, Mo by 1830 may have been his nephew
(and we know l i t t le about Mart in's family), There were also a Henry
& Conrad Yater/Yeater/Yoter from present day West Virginia who in
the 1790s were l iving in Kentucky? They seem sibl ings of Catherine
Yoter who nrnrr ied Joshua Younger in Hampshire Co. Va,AVV.
