Sunday work, the Amish-Mennonites decided to move
away. The rice required water pumped from wells 24
hours a day, seven days a week. With the irrigating for
rice came the unwelcome mosquitoes. Some say that
drove the Amish-Mennonltes away. Records also show
ttrat there was inter-marriage with the German Luther_
an neighbors. This was likely one reason why the
Amish-Mennonites sought a new location.

When the Amish-Mennonites left Arkansas they sold
their beautiful prairie land for probably g50 an acre.
Today it is worth close to $1,OOO €rn acre_ if it can be
purchased at all. Today a frain passes through the yo_
der Station community once a day, but it no longer
stops. All the store buildings have been torn down ex_
cept one which is used as a furniture upholstery shop.
The Yoder Station School still stands as it was built
around 1885 and is used as a community center.

TOWNS NAIUED YODER SERIES

Abotrt three miles southeast of
$uttgart, the county seat of Arkan-
sas County, Arkansas was the village
of Yoder Station. It was named for

Jacob Yoder who was born on Dec.4,

1838 at Huningue, France Just across the border from
Basel, Switzerland. Jacob's parents were Amish. In
1858 at 20 years of age Jacob immigrated to America,
settling at the Amish settlement (now extinct) in Fulton,
Counry, Ohio. He married there on Dec.16,1860 to
Susar Nofziger and lived there until 1869 when he and
his wife moved to Hickory County, Missouri.

It was in 1882 that a number of Amish-Mennonites
from the church in Hickory County, Missouri investi-
gated land in Arkansas County, Arkansas. One family
moved there that year and several other in 1883, in-
cluding Jacob Yoder.

Soon ajter the Amish-Mennonites seftled in Arkansas
County, a railroad was built from Stuftgart to Gillett in
the south part of the counry. The tracks r€rn across the
Jacob Yoder farm. A station was built and named "Yo-

der Station. " Soon the community around the station
began to grow. There was a train depot, a post office,
and four general stores. Two blocks'from the station
the Amish-Mennonites built a frame church house. And
the country one-room schoolhouse not far away was
named the "Yoder Station School. "

YODER SCHOOT - Thls plcture was talcn in 1904 by
the teacher. This same buildtng (wtth tmprovements) is
sttll standtng today and ls usd as a cohmuity center.

The Amish-Mennonites of Arkansas were a progres-
sive group and later joined the (Old) Mennonite Church.
Jacob Yoder was their leader, being a bishop. In I9I2
he moved to Pryor, Oklahoma. Two years later he died
and his body was returned to Arkansas for burial beside
his wife who had preceded him in death.

W L920 the Amish-Mennonite congregatlon at Yoder,
Statlon, Arkansas became extinct when the families
moved to Albanv, Oregon and Pryor, Oklahoma. The
church house was torn down board by board, loaded on
a railroad car at Yoder Stafion, and shipped to Pryor,
Oklahoma where it is still being used today by the
Mennonites there as an educational building.

The reasons why the Amish-Mennonites left Arkansas
.rre not easily discovered today. It is believed that when
rice was started to be grown in the area and required

Al though Sarnue l  d id  p rac t ice  med ic ine ,  he  became
increas ing ly  in te res ted  in  po l i t i cs  and dec ided to
s tu i l y  fo r  the  law.  In  1878 he  moved h is  fan i l y  to
L ima to  do  so ,  and was adn i t ted  to  the  bar  in  1880,
when he  was c lose  to  40  years  o ld .  In  L ima he was
ac t ive  in  Democra t ic  po l i t i cs  and served as  probate
cour t  judge fo r  A l len  County  1882-1886.  He a lso
served as  a  member  o f  the  Sta te  Democra t ic
Commi t tee .

Samuel  was  e lec ted  in  1886 to  the  f i rs t  o f  two
t e r m s  i n  t h e  U . S .  H o u s e  o f  R e p r e s e n t a t i v e s .  H e
served in  the  50 th  anc l  5 ls t  Congress .  Another  member
o f  the  Oh io  de legat ion  a t  the  t ime was Wi l l ian
t ' t cK in ley  J r  o f  Canton ,  who 10  years  la te r  was  to
becone the  Pres ident  o f  the  Un i ted  Sta tes .  A f te r  two
terms in  the  House,  Samuel  was  se lec te i l  by  h is
co l legues  to  be  the  Sergeant  A t  Arns ,  a  pos i t ion
which  he  he ld  f ron  IB91 to  1893.  One o f  h is
func t ions  in  th is  ro le  was to  overgee the  payrnent  o f
C o n g r e s s l o n a l  s a l a r i e s ,  p a y i n g  o u t  o v e r  $ 3 , 0 0 0 , 0 0 0
a s  d i s b u r s i n g  o f f i c e r  f o r  t h e  U . S .  T r e a s u r y .

Wash ing ton  agreed w i th  Samuel  and he  dec ided to
remain  in  the  area .  He moved ou t  to  Berwyn,  Md.  When
Congress  \das  no t  in  sess ion ,  no  one s tood the  heat
o f  the  D is t r i c t  over  the  summer .  Samuel  was
convinced that Washington would grow out into the
I ' la ry land suburbs  and as  a  bus iness  venture  dec ided
to  ganb le  on  th is .

Solonan came wi th h is  father  Henry Yoder to
Mi f f l in  County before 1829.  His f i rs t  four
chi ldren were born in  Mi f f l in  County near
Mattawarura, Pa. Before 1837 he moved to Union
County where h is  last ' f ive chi ldren were born.
He s igned the wi l l  o f  Jacob Bei ler  in  1849 as a
wi . tness.  He was evident ly  ordained a b ishop in
Union County and like1y ordained Elias Riehl as
a b ishop.  In 1854 he moved f rom Union County
to Baltimore County, Maryland. There he bought
a farm of  111 acres which is  s t i1 l  in  the pos-
session of  the Yoder descendants.

Bishop Solomon Yoder was devout  in  h is  fa i th ,
a lways cour teous,  k ind and af fable.  His l i fe
was exemplary in all respects and he always
supported those interests which were calculated
to uplift and benefit humanity. He was highly
thought of by his contemporaries. He was an
act ive par t ic ipant  in  a ser ies of  Amish confer-
ences known as the Diener-Versammlungen, held
annual ly  (except  18??) f rom ] -862 to 1878.  A
br ief  descr ipt ion of  these conferenees is
found in Vo1,  2 of  the Mennoni te Encyclopedia.

A t  t he  f i r s t  mee t i ng ,  he ld  i n  Wa lme  Co . ,  0h .  ,
B ishop Jonathan Yoder of  f l l ino is  norn inated Sol-
omon Yoder as chai rman.  He decl ined but  d id
serve on three commit tees.  Again 1n 1861 he
served on three commit tees when the meet ing
was held in  Mi f f l in  Co. ,  Pa.  As was t rue of
most  Amish leaders,  he was opposed to photo-
graphs.  In  the 1868 meet ing held in  Mi f f l in
County,  he served on two commit tees.  Af ter
that  he d id not  at tend the meet ings of  the
Diener-Versamrnlungen.  With the c lose of  those
meet ings in  1878,  there arose the d iv is ion in
the Amish church.  The more conservat ive group
became known as the Old Order Amish. The more
liberaL group becane known as the Anish Menno-
nites. Solornan Yoder chose to follow the Anish
llennonites.

As he grew older, after 1870, Solotlan was,
assisted in his work as blshop by John P. Mast
of Iancaster Co., Pa. He nade his wllL ln ]-8?7.
The wl l l  is  as fo l lowsr SoLonon Yoder 's  last
wl1 l  and testamentr  f ,  Solonon Yoder of  Bal t l -

Af ter  naking-h is  w111 Ln L87? Solomon Yoder
became quite feeble and was unable to leave his
home. On the first of February 1880 he took to
hls bed. After three weeks of suffering he was
called home by his heavenly Father. He died
Feb. 22, 1880 at the age of 79 years, 3 months
and5 days. Hls funeral services were conducted
by John Yoder ln English and Elias Riehl in
German.

The wrlter has known descendants of Solonon
Yoder since he l ived in Long Creen ln 1916. An
interestlng story concerns E1i Yoder, son of .
Blshop Solornon Yoder. l{e was born Feb. 6, 1844
in Union Co. ,  Pa. ,  then went  wi th h is  parents to
Bal t i rnore Co. ,  Md.  in  L854.  Sone t ine la ter ,  as
a young man, he decided to go west and forget
his Anish baekground. He bought land in Kansas,
was married there and started the town known as
Yoder,  Ks.  on one occasion when v is i tors were
present, his wife brought out his Anlsh sult of
c lothes to show then to the v is i tors.  This
dlspleased EIi very much. The raost lnteresting
part of this story ls that many Amish fanil ies
have moved to the vicinity of Yoder, Ks. Thus
Eli. Yoder has not been able to be isolated from
the  An i sh .  He  d ied  Ju l y  28 ,  L905 ,

The Yoder fanily I remember best is that of
Lewis Yoder who was a nlnister after the death
of his father. The youngest son of Bishop Solo-
non Yoder,  he was born in  Union Co. ,  Pa. ,  Apr i l
18, 1845 and married Sarah Rebecca Mast, the
daughter of Danlel Mast and Elizabeth Zug. Dan-
ie1 l itast was the son of John Mast and Elizabeth
Kurts, wh11e Elizabeth Zug was the daughter of
Jacob Zug and Anna Sumners. tewls Yoder died
June 5, L893, but hls wldow sarah (wtast) Yoder
did not die unti l 1920. Thus I well remenber
her and her childrenr Elizabeth Solonon, Lydla,
Enery, Ada and Morris. My family has kept in
contact with that of Emery Yoder to this date.
He married Anna M. Gerbrick and had children:
Edith, Elizabeth. Ruth and Sarah. Edith narried
